About the project

The main idea behind the project is to write stories together. Each partner school is responsible for creating the beginning of their story / stories (with characters, background and the moral) which is then continued by the group of students from another school. Students from each cooperating school complete the consecutive part within a month and exchange the stories to be continued by peers from another country. The effort is to imagine how the plot could evolve in order to make each story coherent and interesting. The outcome of the collaboration would be books printed in paper versions with illustrations and covers designed by students. Each of the schools takes responsibility for illustrating and printing in the form of a book the story they initiated at the start of the project.

Aims

The main aim of the project is to stimulate students to learn more about other Europeans. Its major objective is to develop students’ writing and reading skills through storytelling. By reading their peers’ creations and by becoming co-authors of the stories, students improve their fluency in English, they have a chance to work on their spelling, vocabulary and grammar skills. Besides, the project aims the students to express their creativity in an artistic way: they create illustrations for the stories they write and covers for the books – the final shared products. The participation in the project allows students to improve their ICT abilities (e-mails, information exchange, presentations, using eTwinning platform and other e-tools).
Work process

In the first phase students exchange personal information and photos. They upload their presentations onto the Twinspace or send them via traditional mail to a partner school. After the “getting to know each other” stage, students from each group decide on the opening idea of their story and write its beginning. January 2017 has been decided to be the time when students swap their opening chapters. Each story is then continued by peers from a partner school. Meanwhile, students make pictures illustrating the plot of the story they initiated, taking into consideration how the story was evolved by others. Finally, students put together the stories and their illustrations in a final product - a book, published and send to each partner school via traditional mail. Photos with commentaries illustrating how work on the stories is proceeding, students’ observations and questions to find out more about what others are doing in each phase of the cooperation would be advisable throughout the project duration. 
Expected results
The results the project is supposed to bring are: 
1) Collaboration between partner schools while writing the narratives.

2) Development of students’ creativity and imagination.

3) Development of students’ writing and reading skills and improvement of their fluency in English.

4) Improvement of students’ ICT skills. 
5) Broadening students’ knowledge of other European countries – the people, their interests, hobbies, ways of thinking and perceiving the world around.

6) Improvement of students’ communication skills 
7) Gaining pen pals.
